(5:17). In the Old Testament, in the book of Ezekiel we find, òI will give you a new heart 

and put a new spirit in youó (36:26).   

 

God never changes but God does like variety.  God wants us opening our eyes to new 

possibilities, new ideas, and to new people every day we live.  There is always 

something new and different in our world.  God is continually stirring up something 

new within us.  Let us embrace life as a child of God within Godõs changing world.
