The renowned Disciples’ pastor, Fred Craddock, once told a group of pastors about the 

importance of being faithful in the little things of life.  Craddock said to them, “To give my life 

for Christ appears to be a glorious thing to do.  To pour myself out for others . . . to pay the 

ultimate price of martyrdom . . . I’ll do it.  I’m ready Lord, to go out in a blaze of glory. 

 

“We think giving our all to the Lord is like taking a $1,000 bill and laying it on the table—‘Here’s 

my life, God.  I’m giving it all.’ 

 

“But the reality for most of us is that God sends us to the bank and has us cash in the $1,000 for 

quarters.  We go through life putting out our 25 cents here and 50 cents there.  Listen to the 

neighbor kid’s troubles instead of saying, ‘Get lost.’  Go to a church committee meeting.  Give a 

cup of water to a shaky old man in a nursing home.  Buy a meal for a homeless person. 

 

“Usually giving our life to Christ isn’t glorious.  It’s done in all those little acts of love, 25 cents at 

a time.  It would be easy to go out in a flash of glory; it’s harder to live the Christian life little by 

little over the long haul.” 

 

Craddock was correct I believe.  It would be too easy to do it all at once, to get it over with.  

Especially if we could spend the $1,000 all at once in the same place.  How neat and tidy that 

would be.  Yet God has called us to the much more difficult road of consistently and continually 

expending ourselves.  That means there is a continual goal before us, a continual opportunity to 

show God’s love with a world that sorely needs love.  It means the continual opportunity for 

ministry in God’s kingdom.  It means we can’t do one thing and then quit as so many of us want 

to do.  Rather, faithfulness means we keep on putting one foot in front of another as we do 

whatever God has placed before us.  And, each new task is another adventure, another gift 

given to us by the God who loves us and needs our service.
